WELCOME TO ROOFLINES 2011
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Renovating your bathroom is a great way to 
add value to your home both for your daily needs 
and for future resale.  

While a bathroom renovation is one of the 
most common home improvement projects, some 
advance planning will make your experience more 
enjoyable.  Some things to consider are:

Size and layout: Does the room need to be 
bigger? Or would a change in the layout help?

Fixtures: If they are hard to clean or leaky, new 
fixtures might help conserve water.

Moisture:  Mold and mildew can build up 
without adequate ventilation; consider a new fan.

Plumbing & electrical:  Older homes may 
need “behind the wall” updates to meet current 
building codes.

Before you start renovating, you’ll want to think 
about your bathroom, your needs and your 
budget.  Also consider future accessibility needs.   
But if you are unsure of what needs to be done, 
feel the job is very complicated or just don’t have 
time to do it yourself, hire a professional.  
Professionals will help you with the design, from 
getaway spa to family friendly.  They can discuss 
the finishing fixtures from lighting to water saving 
shower heads.  And most importantly professional 
renovators will help keep your project on time and 
on budget.

BATHROOM RENOVATIONS

You know it’s up there, but as long as it’s keeping 
the water out, you don’t really give it much thought.  
However, if you give your roof a little attention you can 
expect a few extra years of added life.  When it does 
come time for replacement, a little roof knowledge will 
make your choices informed ones.

Keep excess moisture under control by removing any 
overhanging branches or vines.  Check all flashing for 
missing or cracked caulking.  Inspect the chimney and 
any skylights to make sure rainwater isn’t seeping in 
underneath the shingles.  If shingles are missing, 
cracked or curing it might be time to consider a new 
roof.  Consider the following when getting a quote:

■ Will the old shingles be removed?  

■ Will vents and flashing be replaced?

■ What will valleys be made of?

■ Will there be drip edge or ice and water shield?

■ What is covered in the warranty?

■ How will your property be protected?

When it comes to home maintenance, taking a 
regular look at what’s over your head will pay off.  Feel 
free to call HSA with any of your roofing questions.

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✔ Check window and door trims for rotten wood (a 
favourite home for insects) replace or paint as needed.

✔ Ensure that the drainage around your home allows 
for the flow of water away from the foundation.

✔ Make sure the seals around all pipes, vents and 
exterior lights are still intact. Re-caulk as needed.

✔ Inspect mortar for cracks or holes.

✔ Look at all walkways and re-level with screenings as 
needed.

✔ Check windows and doors for function and weather 
stripping, and make sure screens are intact.

✔ Change your furnace filter.
